For the third consecutive year, a free income tax service is being offered at the 

Portage Lake District Library.  This service is sponsored nationally by AARP Tax 

Aide and locally by RSVP (Retired Senior Volunteer Program). The emphasis of this 

service is on helping senior citizens and low income people file their income taxes. 

This service is free and includes free E File. Each volunteer receives 30 hours of 

training and is recertified each year.  Tax Aide is available at the library starting  

 February 2 and will end on April 7.  This service is 

available every Tuesday from 10:00 a.m. ï 4:00 p.m. 

and every Wednesday from 4:00 p.m. ï 8:00 p.m.  We 

will begin taking appointments later in January. To make 

an appointment, people may call the library at 482-4570.

Michigan in partnership with 

Michigan libraries like the 

Portage Lake District Library, 

the Michigan eLibrary provides 

all Michigan residents with free 

access to online full-text 

articles, full-text books, digital 

images, and other valuable 

research information at any 

time via the Internet; and 

provides an easy-to-use 

interlibrary loan system to 

allow Michigan residents to borrow books and other library 

materials for free from participating Michigan libraries.  

The MeL Databases contain magazine, newspaper and 

journal articles, digital books, and online tests. These can be 

used by any resident of the state at no charge 24 hours/day. 

MeL contains many general resources that cover all subject 

areas, plus it has resources specifically for children and older 

students. MeL also includes specialized resources such as 

those in health, business, test preparation, genealogy, 

careers and education.  

The Michigan eLibrary can be accessed through the Portage 

Lake District Library website (www.pldl.org)  from any 

computer with an internet connection.
